Step-by-step Procedure Guide 

 
 
System Setup  Prior to starting a procedure, ensure that the system setup is complete: 

 
1. The uroNIRS 2000ϰ Bladder Monitor System is properly set up:  

Á Both Green and Blue LED indicators are shown, which indicates 
communication between the base station and the tablet PC.

 Sensor patch verification 

 

  Ʒ  Align the RFID tag on the patch envelope to the RFID reader located on  
       the right side of the tablet PC.  
 
 

 
 
 

  

 Ʒ  While holding the RFID tag to the RFID reader, click OK or push the RFID button on   
                    the top, right side of the tablet PC to scan the patch.    
                             

   

Á To edit patient information, select the patient and click Edit.  
Á To view previous sessions for an existing patient, select the patient 

from the list and click Previous Sessions. 

Important:  When the patch is 
properly scanned, a message will 
pop up indicating that the patch 
has been assigned to the patient 
as well as the patch expiry time. 

Á The location of the RFID reader on the tablet PC is marked by the logo  
 

  
Á The RFID tag embedded in the patch envelope is  

located beneath the image of the patch 
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  Place the patch on the patient  
  

  Ʒ  Attach the optical sensor to the patch.

  Ʒ  Place the patch on the patient while the patient is in the supine position. 
 
 
 

    
 
   

 Collect baseline data 

 

  Ʒ   Instruct the patient to get into voiding position. 

  Ʒ  Click Start to begin collecting baseline data. 
 
 
 

   

Important:  Place the patch with the notch just superior to the pubic bone.  

Important:  The patient must keep still during voiding to minimize motion artifacts. 

Notch  
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 Collect NIRS and uroflow data during voiding 
 

    Ʒ  After adequate baseline data is collected, instruct the patient to void.  

  Ʒ  Click the Permission to Void (PTV) button to mark the event simultaneously.

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 Save NIRS and uroflow data 
 

  Ʒ   At the end of uroflow, click Stop. 
  Ʒ  You will be prompted to confirm that you want to end the session  
        and save the data. 
 

   
 

 

 

 Measure and enter PVR data to uroNIRS 2000Ê 

 
  Ʒ  After the NIRS and uroflow data is saved, measure the PVR using  
       an ultrasound device.
